


James McNeill, 78, former city and
county official, died at his home, 22
South Thirteenth street, early this
morning, from Brights disease. The
late Mr. MeNeill who =~ was always
prominent in commercial and educsa:
tional affairs in Riehmond, had been
in declining health for more than two
years, or since the death of his wife,
in September, 1908. For the last few
days his death was expected.

Funeral services wiil probably be
held Saturday afternoon, from the
home, the Rev. 8. W. Traum officiat-
ing. Surviving the deceased are four
sons, Prof Jerome MeNeili, of Flovida;
Gregg S. McNeill, Minneapolis, Minn.;
Harry T. McNeill, Sant Monica, Cal.;
and Howard R. MeNeill, Niagara Falls,
New York; two sisters, Mrs. Lavinia
Light, and Mrs. Elizabeth Bushman,
both of New Richmond, Ohio, and two
brothers, Robert MeNeill, of Richmond
and Captain Frank McNeill, of Brazil,
Indiana. Since the decease of his
wife, the late Mr. McNeill, had lived
with his granddanghter, Miss Jessie

James MeNeill was born in  Cler-
mont county, Ohio, February 22, 1833,
and passed his bovhood on the farm
of his father, Captain John MeNeill,
who was of Scotchdrish ancestory
and born in England. When he was
seventeen, the gold excitément in Cali-
fornia drew him to the Pacific coast,
where for three years he worked in
the mines. Returning he graduated
from Antioch college, at Yellow
Springs Ohio, in 1859 after teaching
and studying in that college.

Later he taught in schooig at Lau-
rel, Moscow, Merom college and at
Hagerstown. In 1869, the late Mr.
McNeill was honored with the super-
intendency of the Richmond publie
schools, He served as superintendent
for four years after which he organiz-
ed the Richmond Normal school and
taught there for a year. In the mean-
time he had erected a house on the
site of the present Garfield school
building, at Twelfth and South A
streets, and this property he sold to
the city, which used the house as a
high school building. A few years la-
ter the buiiding now on this site was
constructed. &

in 1877 MecNeill was called to a pro-
fessorship in Antioch college, where
for two years he was in charge of the
normal department. After returning
to. Richmond, following a break in his
health he engaged in real estate busi-
ness for many years. He wasg very
successful.. He was inferested in the
nld Richmond Oil and Gas company
preganized in 1894, .

T'or two years he served as city
commissioner of Riehmond, and for
five years, between 1870 and 1885, he
was county examiner, serving in this
oifice until the offices of county and
ity superintendent were divided. In
1SH6 he was married to Miss Mary J.
i'ee, of Clermont county. He was a
member of the Masonic lodge.
